There is very limited agricultural land of this quality in Argyllshire and it should be safeguarded.
Taynuilt Community Council in partnership with West Highland Housing Association are currently at the mid way stage of conducting an independent survey of all householders in the Taynuilt area.

A section of this comprehensive questionnaire relates to how the people of Taynuilt would like to see their village develop in terms of housing, businesses and land use.

We expect the results from this exercise by the end of September, at which point we will be in a better position to advise you as to exactly how the people of Taynuilt would like to see their village develop in the future.
