Submission of Case
We have indicated in our submission of  29th August 2006, that our main concerns regarding the development of a visitors centre on this site are as follows:-

· That it would result in the loss of prime agricultural land

· That the village water supply and sewerage system could not cope with the increased development

· That the village road network would be unable to cope with the additional traffic generated by the development

However, subsequent to a local public meeting at which the developer outlined his plans in more detail, the community council may be minded to agree to the development of the wildlife park and visitors centre subject to a number of conditions.

It is hoped that the community council will have some more informal discussions with the developer prior to the inquiry beginning and that these conditions can be outlined on the day of the enquiry.
