	Taynuilt is the largest village in the Oban and Lorn area, consisting of over 300 households and expected to grow by a further 30% over the next few years. Currently the only play park provision consists of two swings which are in poor condition.

At present there are 90 children under the age of ten in the village with that number expected to grow considerably when the 25 affordable houses, currently under construction, are completed in late 2007.The new play park will be used extensively by the local playgroup which meets once a week in the village hall, located only 100 meters from the proposed site.

The school nursery, currently numbering 20 and also set to grow due to the housing development, will also make extensive use of the new play park and will rely on the new pavement, which forms part of our application, to provide a safe walking route to and from it.

A considerable number of parents have full or part time work, leaving their children to be cared for by childminders or grandparents, the new play park will give them a safe, challenging and fun environment to take the children giving them fresh air and allowing them to expend their considerable energy.

The provision of a playpark in Taynuilt will avoid the need to travel to other playparks in the area.
