I Purple lines represent paths that have been highlighted as
important in the past.

— Orange lines represent other paths.

All paths have been given a number e.g. 1/162. A particular path that you use
may be made up of more than one number. For example the path shown on
the map below going from A to B is made up of the numbers 1/162, 1/98 and
1/142.

When answering a question about a particular path you should list all the
numbers that make up that path and comment on them as a whole.
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A scoring system is provided so that you can tell us what you use paths for
and how often e.g. cycling daily. An example is provided in question one
overleaf.

Some of the purple lines represent paths that do not yet exist on the ground
but which people have told us in the past they would like to see. When
answering questions about these paths you should tell us how often you think
you would use the paths if they existed and what for.

THE DESIGNATION OF THESE ROUTES AS CORE PATHS SHOULD ASSIST WITH THE MANAGEMENT OF ACCESS IN RELATION TO OTHER LAND MANAGEMENT INTERESTS, PARTICULALRY OVER THE AGRICULTURAL LAND AND THE GOLF COURSE.

Fit for purpose, well managed and promoted paths will encourage people to walk and cycle in the area.
